CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND CONFIDENTIALITY GUIDELINES

The objective of maintaining confidentiality is to ensure the integrity of the procurement process, prevent any bidder/proposer from gaining an unfair advantage, and minimize the likelihood of protests or lawsuits.  It is important to understand that the disclosure of certain confidential or procurement-sensitive information could jeopardize the procurement timeline or the entire procurement.  Individuals involved in the procurement must be careful to avoid a breach of confidentiality both inside and outside of the workplace.  Current and potential individuals working on the procurement are required to sign a Conflict of Interest and Confidentiality Certification prior to entering into discussions related to the procurement.

5. I will not disclose any information to participants in the bidding process which might give a bidder, subcontractor or supplier an unfair competitive advantage.   
6. I understand that if I leave the Project before it ends, I must still keep all procurement information confidential until the procurement process is final and an award has been made or the procurement is cancelled, whichever occurs first. 
7. I agree to follow any instructions provided by the Procurement Official for the Project relating to the confidentiality of procurement information.

8. I understand that disclosure of confidential/sensitive information that may jeopardize the procurement may result in civil or criminal penalties and/or disciplinary action.

9. I agree to advise the Department of Technology, Procurement Official [ Insert Name and Phone Number ] immediately in the event that I either learn or have reason to believe that any person who has access to confidential information has or intends to disclose that information in violation of this agreement or has a conflict of interest.
